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1) It's a story that was already written by the Observer last month, but the Times' look at how residents in luxury buildings are dialing-down their concierge service needs is a how-to for living fabulously in difficult times. Some bits of advice: Raid your wine cellar and bring your own bottles to fine restaurants. Instead of guys' weekend in Vegas, opt for a "crazy suite" at the Borgata (example at right).
